Randy Guthery stated that ordinarily the board asks visitors not to comment unless they have been given the floor.  At the last meeting the board waived that rule and everybody spoke as they chose, tonight he requested that visitors hold any questions and stated they would be given opportunity to make comments and ask questions, at some point, bear with us we want to hear what you have to say.
Options discussed:

Mr. Guthery introduced Andrew Frye from Dine’ Construction, representing mobile classrooms.  Mr. Frye stated in brief the option involves providing 14 classrooms, in a combination of three buildings, with restrooms.  They are immediately available and at lease terms that are hopefully reasonable.  He stated they could provide those in a complete turnkey set-up with the exception of utilities, and Crossland Construction would be handling that.  Mr. Guthery stated he had emailed the floor plans out to the board.  Mr. Frye presented a proposal which included a breakdown of costs for the members of the board.  Discussion of costs for utilities, handicapped ramps, site prep, and location for set-up.  There was a discussion about the possibility of closing 9th street, for student safety.  Discussion concerning storm shelter availability.  An explanation of the buildings was given as far as siding, heat/air conditioning system, skirting around buildings.  It was stated that although the buildings are used they are in very good condition. 

 Mr. Guthery stated that today they had met with Brian Leonard from William Scottsman out of Tulsa, he also represents the same sort of buildings and they have a premade 12 classroom building that is laid out very similarly.  Pricing is a little bit better.  We have asked for as much as a 2 year lease, also 12 and 18 months.  So if the modular buildings look like the way to go then we do have a couple of options to work with.  Discussion concerning the setup. 
Mr. Guthery introduced Jeff Neal, with Neal Group Construction. Mr. Guthery stated that for board members who have not heard anything about this option, it is because work was just started on this option yesterday. Mr. Neal stated his company did the Griffin Building, the Columbia Building, the Vinery, and lots of other buildings downtown.  He stated they specialize in the restoration of older structures.  He stated he met with Kyle Denham, an architect, at 11 am yesterday morning and went thru the entire structure, and went back again today with Kyle, Randy Guthery, Steve Jones, and Greg Emory.  Mr. Neal presented a proposal to the board members.  He stated the Simpson Building is an existing 12,000 square foot masonry structure, it’s been there for over 80 years, it has an existing 3,000 square foot half basement underneath, with a concrete slab over the top of it.  It would be more than adequate for a storm shelter for over 300 kids.  The building is full fire sprinkled at this time, convenient access to St. Peter’s and McAuley, one entire side has a metal wall on the first floor because earlier another structure or wing had been attached, it would be very easy to remove metal and replace with a glass store front along that side to create a new primary entrance that would enter direct from parking lot, with a set of steps on 1 side and handicapped ramp on the other.  He stated that this building has the possibility to be a permanent structure that could be used long term.  Discussion concerning a new elevator, fire rated interior stairwell, exterior fire escape, and accommodating 11-14 classrooms, approximately 30x18, with administrative offices, restrooms on both floors, a large commons area on 1st floor, new roof, HVACs, electrical and plumbing.  Feasible to restore building around $790,000 or about $66.00 per square foot.  

Mr. Guthery stated they had considered some other warehouse space around town, there are at least 3 available, Westco, Galleria, and Connies, all have enough square footage, none are very desirable, major renovation, rental cost is very expensive.  Not attractive to anybody.

Mr. Guthery stated they had been contacted by Messenger College to come look at their site.  There is 32 acres available, several buildings, only 4 classrooms.  Property is for sale, very expensive.

St. Phillips Episcopal, Father Frank could not have been more generous with his space, he has offered us anything he had, for little if any rent.  Mr. Jones stated that they would still need a couple of modular classroom spaces, and looked at putting preschool, pre-kindergarten and day care at St. Phillips, although classroom sizes are not real large.  Kindergarten and first grade and possibily second and third grades in the basement at St. Peter’s, both fourth grade classed at the Knights Hall, fifth grade classes in one classroom at McAuley, Art and Music teachers would have to travel from room to room or building to building.  Office space would be kept at McAuley.  One of McAuley’s teachers would be moved to St. Phillips.  The only cost would be for the modular classrooms.  Very difficult situation.

Mr. Guthery stated that they have been in and out of the First Baptist Church several times, large building that has been for sale for a number of years.  The building is not designed as a school.  A lot of spaces that could be used and has a sanctuary where we could have Mass.  No playground and not much opportunity to make one.  It would be hard to use technology, not wired for that.  Very likely have to share the building, they are not ready to move out, the way it has been price is as a lease or as a purchase and in both cases we would share the building.  They would use it for Sunday services, and Wednesday nights, offices, and vacation bible school.  Mr. Jones stated that the building does have a basement with a very large fully functioning kitchen and cafeteria.  Classroom space would be ok, but the building is a maze, there are approximately 15 or so rooms that would accommodate the school space wise.  Some discussion concerning the building, and sharing the space.  
Mr. Guthery stated that they were supposed to have gone and looked at Forest Park today; they have had a change of heart, so that option is no longer in play.

Mr. Guthery asked if there were any comments or questions from visitors.

Lisa Green asked the price of the modular buildings.  Mr. Witt stated that a bid had been submitted for over $400,000, on up to $500,000, price does not include plumbing, utilities, and setup.
Stacey Iorio asked if insurance would pay for temporary situations.  Mr. Guthery stated that in our policy we have a continuation of services; no one can say exactly how that will work.

Mr. Witt stated that we will have to ask the insurance company, after the board decides, and present options for the insurance company to consider.  The Bishop does need to approve any decision made before we can present anything to the insurance company. Discussion concerning the steps that will need to be followed according to policies set by the diocese.

The board went into closed session.
